Getting Your Child Ready for School

         * Try to dress and undress themselves













Settling In
This is a very important time for your child and it may take a few days or even weeks to get used to all the new faces and the nursery.

In Nursery, we are trying to build independent skills and during the session, we get into the routine of hanging our coats up, matching our names to their picture and sitting on the carpet. We would encourage adults to leave their child at the door and we are certain they will quickly settle and be happy.
